The Christian life is more than believing, it is a
matter of belonging. We must choose to belong to a fellowship.

2. Friendship. (Learning to share, developing deep friendships)
"All the believers met together constantly and shared everything with each other!" -Acts 2:44 LB

Discuss this statement: How much should | share of my life and resources?

3. Partnership. (Coming to realize how making a contribution on my part is vital.)
Discuss this statement: You must discover where you fit in the body.
